Collecting Equipment for Calibration

The first step in performing field calibrations in CalRover begins back at a Gage InSite/CLE
Workstation. Simply launch the CalRover transfer utility from your InSite product, then
using the equipment finder filters, generate a list of the equipment you wish to send to the
PDA for calibration. After your list is built, a click of the mouse whisks the information

required directly to the device.

Instrument Listing and Details

After being ported over to the PDA, your equipment is displayed in the CalRover application.
From this main screen you can view the basic equipment information along with choosing
to mark a calibration as incomplete, start a new calibration, or view extended equipment
information. The extended equipment information screen supplies your technicians with all
the basic information required to ensure the correct equipment is about to be tested.

Starting a New Calibration

After selecting a piece of equipment from the main equipment view screen, you simply click
the “Calibrate Equipment” button to begin. The Calibration Information screen will load,
allowing you to review and enter a variety of fields including the performing technician,
calibration date, conditions, and desired cert type or additional comments. The next step is
to select your masters to be used during the calibration.

Selecting and Adding Masters

Selecting masters for use in CalRover is as simple as a few taps of the stylus. From the Masters
Used Screen, you have the option to select from a list of masters associated with the equipment,
or to even add masters from a list that was loaded when you last synced up with Gage

InSite/CLE.

Performing the Calibration

CalRover offers two ways to manage your calibration procedures. You may either select a
simple pass/fail option for the equipment itself or enter sequential test point data.

When entering sequential test point data, the interface guides the technician with the standard,
tolerances, and unit of measure, along with a running tally of the current sequence number.
Handy + and — ‘spinners’ allow point and click data entry at any resolution deviating from
the standard, and the sequence browsers allow users to easily navigate between test points.

Handy Numeric Keypad Data Entry

Along with using the ‘spinner’ previously mentioned, CalRover also provides an extremely
handy popup numeric keypad for quickly entering exacting test point findings.

Handling Incomplete Calibrations

CalRover allows technicians to mark field calibrations as incomplete before returning to the
workstation. When the calibration is ported into Gage InSite/CLE, the incomplete status

follows.

When a technician returns to the workstation, he or she simply has to transfer the CalRover
data into Gage InSite/CLE. When data from CalRover is moved to the InSite software, it is
treated as a ‘ganged calibration’, simply meaning all equipment calibrated during the CalRover
session is pulled in the system at once, reducing your data entry time.

Once the data is in Gage InSite/CLE, technicians have whatever access is allowed by the system
in order to tweak or finalize their findings for reports, certificates or inclusion into the database.
